National FOCA Project.  Presentation by Christina Ngo and Peter Sielinski.

81st annual FOCA convention in 2007 authorized the start of a fund raising project for the construction of housing for married clergy at St Tikhon Seminary (established in 1998).  A majority of new students are married with families including children.

Proposed plan is to build 3 buildings. Each bldg will have 4 apartments (2 apts on              each floor with a basement for a common area).  Estimated cost is $2 million.

The project is planned for 4 years:  year 1 is for education and fundraising and years 2 thru 4 are for construction of the 3 buildings and continued fund raising.  
FOCA will pay the contractor directly, not thru OCA.

FOCA has 4 levels of giving.  $100,000 has already been raised in pledges.

Discussion followed.  More information will be available after the FOCA convention in Orlando Florida Sept 2008.
